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UNC Chatham Lot NowAvailable to PX Riders Joining CAP

Since the new PX route, running from Pittsboro to UNC, only runs for three trips in the
a.m. and three in the p.m., CAP participants who use choose an annual pass for the PX
route MAY use the Chatham Park & Ride lot as a back up commute mode.

For everyone else, it is $3.00 per ride or $65 for a monthly pass. And the Southern
Village lot, as well as Eubanks, may be used as a backup commute mode. The pass can
be purchased at three locations: Pittsboro or Chapel Hill Town Halls or the Pittsboro
Piggly Wiggly. It’s a demonstration route, so continuation is dependent on sufficient
ridership.
